be furnished oftener than once in every ninety days," is no longer
in force, yet it is still practically observed; and in no case
does it do any good to call up a case a second time unless the
proof called for by the Commissioner, if he calls for any, has all
been sent in. I state this not so much for your information as
for the information of claimants in general.

If, in the future, I can be of any further service to you, or to
any other pension claimant, don't hesitate to call on me, for
nothing gives me more pleasure than to aid a soldier, or the widow,
child or parent of a soldier, to obtain their rights under the
pension laws, and I give their business the preference over every-
body else's.
