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FRANCIS DODGE

Francis Dodge Senior (1782-1850) was a prominent merchant, a friend of Thomas
Corcoran, father of William W. Corcoran (see Corcoran and Riggs). Dodge arrived in
Georgetown in 1798, became involved in the tobacco business as a partner of his brother,
A. H. Dodge. and owned 8 ships of 1,904 tons by 1820.

His business activitiés included 1611 shares in the Farmers & Mechanics Bank of
Georgetown ($40,000), the Presidency of the Central Bank (1818-27) and a Directorship
of the Union Bank. Taking advantage of the free banking situation, Dodge opened his own
bank in 1844-5 when he was a U.S. depository. He suffered a run on his US accounts but
died solvent and respected in 1850, when his interests were sold to Corcoran & Riggs.

The Dodge family owned a large farm along ”()" street between 28th and 32nd streets and
added to this “Evermay” at 1623 23rd Street where three Francis Dodge. Jr. sons and a
daughter were married at 4 A.M. on June 12, 1847 so the couples could catch the
Baltimore stage.
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“The President [Zachary Taylor] died last night” written July 10, 1850 from orph:
